THE COLLEGE

Alongside the postgraduate academic training and
academic research done at the Faculty of Catholic
Theology, the International Theological College Col-
legium Canisianum encourages a deepening of the
spiritual life and a formation of the whole person, draw-
ing on resources in the Ignatian spiritual and educa-
tional traditions. Our motto is “Cor unum et anima una”.

Saint Peter Canisius’ concern was with the reform of
the inner person and with people finding a common
way to God together. These concerns still inspire and
inform study in Innsbruck.

STUDIES

The students of Collegium Canisianum receive their
postgraduate formation at the Faculty of Catholic The-
ology at the University of Innsbruck with whom the
Society of Jesus cooperates. The following postgradu-
ate specialisations are offered:

Theological studies (Mag.theol.)

Master in Religious Pedagogy of Catholicism

Master in Philosophy at the Faculty of Catholic Theol-
ogy (Master of philosophy)

Canonical Licentiate in Theology (Lic. theol.)
Canonical Licentiate in Philosophy (Lic. phil.)

Doctorate in Philosophy (Dr. phil.)

Canonical doctorate in Theology (Dr. theol.)
PhD-Programme at the Faculty of Catholic Theology
(with specialisation in philosophy and theology)

SPECIAL RESEARCH PROGRAMMES

- Religion, violence, communication and World Order;
- Christian vision of the human person and naturalism;
- The Synagogue and the Churches.

ADMISSION

Candidates are chosen by their bishops and major
superiors in the light of clear criteria. They are also
approved by the College’s Admissions Committee, and
must also be accepted by the University of Innsbruck.
All this presupposes a good knowledge of German
(intermediate level 11).They are being sent for special
studies to an international, spiritually oriented commu-
nity, in order that they can conscientiously prepare
themselves, each according to their own vocation and
mission, for a well-qualified service in their home
Church or religious community. (cf “Ratio Localis” NNr.

The Jesuits (Rector, Vice-Rector, Director of Stud-
ies/Mentor and Spiritual Director) have been entrusted
with the direction of the College, but this leadership is
exercised in a way that actively involves the Cani-
sianum members.
